Attacks? Is There Enough Evidence?

gun action by the Obama administra-
tion to convince some wait-and-see
individuals in the industry that it’s time to
become more than casually concerned?

Following the election of President
Obama, some in the industry were will-
ing to give the new President and his ap-
pointees the opportunity to honor cam-
paign promises to respect the Second
Amendment and the right of individuals
to own firearms.

Yes, there was that threatening
statement on www.barackobama.
com: “They also support making the
expired federal Assault Weapons Ban
permanent, as such weapons belong
on foreign battlefields and not on our
streets.” Despite that, some in the in-
dustry said they didn’t think we would
come under attack.

And, indeed, the Obama admin-
istration has not assaulted the Second
Amendment, per se. Instead of attacking
the individual right of gun ownership,
the Obama Administration has targeted
ammunition and focused on firearm re-
strictions. Great tactic since this does
not violate the Second Amendment, yet
it has the near-equivalent affect of ban-
ning firearms.

I s there now enough evidence of anti-

True, the Obama administration did not
initiate the attacks on ammunition. Cam-
paigns for ammunition microstamping,
stratospheric ammunition taxes, faulty
lead-bullet studies, restrictions on where

certain ammunition may be used and
outright ammunition bans were around
before Inauguration Day. However, the
administration is taking these issues to a
new level.

The State Department is taking steps
to restrict the export of some ammu-
nition. The National Park Service has
banned the use of lead ammunition by its

personnel, a move seen as a first step in
banning such ammo by visitors. Micro-
stamping continues as a hot issue, with
the most volatile efforts being pushed in
California and Connecticut.

While ammunition seems to be the
major target, firearms are far from safe.
It’s only a matter of time before we see
a push to reinstate the “Assault Weap-
ons Ban.” Attorney General Holder set
things in motion in late February when
he said, “reinstating the ban would have
a positive effect.” Plus, there is a new
call for handgun registration.

Officials of the National Shooting
Sports Foundation and many com-
pany executives are actively involved
in countering these attacks. But, what
about you? What are you doing?

There are two things you can do
right now.

First, sign onto www.nssf.org and re-
search the “Industry News,” “Legislative
Action Center” and “Hunting News” sec-
tions. Second, sign onto www.usa.gov and
click on “Contact Elected Officials.” Let
them know the attacks on the industry are
unmerited and destructive.

It is time everyone was involved
in pushing back, before we’re pushed
too far.
