





Europe-wide Oil Delivery

The company is called Hanstholm Havns Olie-
forsyning, and the home base is Hanstholm.
But they also sell oil to vessels in other parts of
Denmark and in Norway, Sweden and the rest
of Europe. And no order is too small or too big,
says Per Skovmose.

- We have nearly daily deliveries of oil to other
ports than Hanstholm. We collaborate with
seven different oil companies and this ensures
that a delivery is almost always possible. We
even have other companies calling us up to
ask if we can help them with an order which
they are unable to deliver, says Per Skovmose.
Olieforsyningen is one of the companies who
exhibit at DanFish, and Per Skovmose hopes
to meet some of his customers that he does
not see during the working week. But he also
hopes to find new customers.

- We advertise very little, it is mainly mouth-to-
mouth marketing that gets us new customers.
The market for marine fuel has been somewhat
centralized and not all ports now deliver fuel
when you need it. So this year our new custom-
ers include some on the east coast of Jutland
and on the islands Lolland-Falster, says Per
Skovmose.

He also has a number of more or less regular
customers outside the Danish border, mainly in
Scandinavia, but also around Europe. In those
cases the oil is delivered with the help of part-
ner companies.

- The longest distance from Hanstholm was Pi-
raeus, where a freighter wanted 9,000 litres of

fuel. And we delivered in four-five hours. Often
people cannot wait for the fuel - they need it as
soon as possible. Most customers are cost-con-
scious, but they don’t care about what name is
on the tanker — and this is where we can use
our partner companies, says Per Skovmose.

From Two to 40-60 Employees

Hanstholm Ny Flydedok has only two full-time
employees and a part-time office clerk. But dur-
ing large projects the dock employs 40-60 peop-
le, says Thomas Christensen. The floating dock
is a private limited company with local crafts-
man companies as shareholders, and last year
they accounted for 40 percent of the turnover.
When Thomas Christensen goes to DanFish In-
ternational in Aalborg it will be together with
some of the companies from Hanstholm he
works closely with. The dock does not have any

craftsmen employed but typically finds subcon-
tractors to carry out the work.

- We are showing what we can do through our
unique location. The Port of Hanstholm has a
high level of service, which is available night
and day, says Thomas Christensen.

During the summer there has been enough
work for the dock with main inspections and
maintenance projects. In the early summer a
major rebuilding project was carried out on
HM 635 Karbak. The dock has capacity to carry
out two or three of these 3-4 month projects a
year. It can be necessary to rent a slot on the
local building berth, which happened when
Karbak was being lengthened for one and a
half month’s time on land. This way the float-
ing dock is not blocked for other vessels for too
long.

- We have between 30 and 50 annual dockings
and are building a reputation for also doing
more extensive reconstruction projects. So
large that small local craftsmen are unable do
the job. For Karbak we had the steel construc-
tions made out of town and then transported
to Hanstholm, mentions Thomas Christensen.
He does not expect many new orders to come
in at DanFish International. — Of course we will
do what we can to make people aware of who
we are. Our experience is that the ship owners
want to decide what to do, immediately after
they sign the order, says Thomas Christensen.

Hanstholm Stands United

- Most of the people we want to talk with come to DanFish, and at a trade fair you can keep
taps on what goes on, says Jens Andersen from the company Boa Tech. He comes to the fair to
show that the Hanstholm companies are united and we participate to show the flag, says Jens

Andersen.

- Fish is still caught, though the price is too
low, says Mogens Pedersen from the ship
maintenance company. He is going to the
fair to support the joint Hanstholm stand
and to make people aware that Hanstholm
Skibssmedie is as active as the company
has been since its founding in 1967.

- We have never sat down and figured out

how much money we make from being at
the trade fair, and people already know
us. The price of fish must go up before
things start moving again. We follow the
price of fish intensely because in the end
this is the money that pays our bills, says
Mogens Pedersen.
Hanstholm Skibssmedie also has a stake
in another of the Hanstholm stands. — We
co-own Hanstholm Ny Flydedok and our
stands are next to each other, so we can
help one another, mentions Mogens Ped-
ersen.

Danish Wave Energy Center, in short DanWEC, is making plans with Aalborg University, the
Port of Hanstholm, the Municipality of Thisted and a number of Danish companies working
with the development of wave energy plants. The plans include an application for the pre-
qualification of a DKK 40 million budget, and this application has been sent to Veekstforum.
DanFish International will showcase the ideas behind the wave energy centre DanWEC — and
interested parties will be able to see a small-scale model of a wave energy plant if they visit
the stand. — We expect to establish the centre in Hanstholm in 2010, says a happy Britta Vang
Mikkelsen, Hanstholm Harbour Forum, who is the project co-ordinator.
